The 4 best of thelimmary tournament, 2
personally invited foreign players and 2 personaliyted best Estonian male chess
players will participate in the tournament.

PARTICIPANTS

Up to 150 chess players with FIDE rating above 1&0Hstonian rapid chess rating
over 2000 can participate. If there are less tHzh darticipants, players with lower
ratings can participate.

REGULATIONS
To determine the initial ranking list:

a) FIDE or Estonian rapid chess ratings are usedhigher of the two is counted
(100 points will be deducted from the Estonian dagiess rating)

b) the alphabetical order of the participants sdus

Unacceptable electronic devices, such as switclneghabile phones, are forbidden
in the playing area. If any such device produce®wand, the player may lose the
game depending on the situation. (In case logieggame, the opponent shall win.
However, if the opponent cannot win the game by senyes of legal moves, his
score shall be a draw.)



Every player is be late for the game for more thad minutes will lose the game.

Rapidplay Laws do not apply)
